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BARBED ARROWHEADS FROM EARLY MEDIEVAL SLAVS SITES
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According to archaeological sources the arrowheads among armament items from the
Early Medieval Slavs sites of the South of Eastern Europe are the most numerous. Special
attention is given to barbed socketed arrowheads revealed in the area of Prague, Pen’kivka,
Kolochyn cultures. On the Eastern Europe sites this kind of arrowheads is record since Roman
Time, but their numbers increased from the Early Middle Ages. The barbed arrowheads (18 c.)
were found on 16 Early Medieval Slavs sites of the South of Eastern Europe. Such arrowheads
(12 c.) dated Early Middle Ages also was found among armament items from Mala Kopania
necropolis. Substantially similar arrowheads (by proportions) are more frequent among the
grave goods of the Early Medieval cemeteries of the Central Europe. They are numerous on the
hill-forts of the Belarusian Dvina region at the same time.

The manufacturing technique of the barbed socketed arrowheads is more complex than
that used for production of flat- and cut-sections arrowheads. There is one characteristic that is
identify this type — the barbs, and they define its purpose. It has experimentally proven that
arrows equipped with such points were get stuck deeply, so that the barbs prevented to remove
carefully without much more damages. Such type of arrowheads was most efficient used to
engage defenseless targets: for shooting down enemies without armour and beasts of prey.
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They also have high penetration capability when shooting to a chainmail armour, but failed to
punch out a plate armour.

The distinctive feature about some Early Medieval barbed arrowheads is a twisted neck
(socket). There are a few versions of this specificity. Perhaps the need for using twists was due
to several reasons. Obviously, this method was started using in a particular region, from where
it spread in course of time, including among Slavic tribes.

The diversity of proportions of arrowheads within type (barbed socketed) shows about
their different purposes. Certain variants were adopted or disseminated with folks, but some of
the kinds could also have long been known to local inhabitants. That is why necessary to raise
the issue of local variants of the barbed arrowheads.
