The Importance of the Composite Bow and the Huns Cavalry for the
Transformation of the Military Political Strategy of the Roman Empire

The article is devoted to the study of the Huns influence on the military-po-
litical strategy of the Roman Empire. In the center of attention is a composite
bow (with a reverse bend). The use of this type of weapon increased the range of
aimed archery to 75 m. The author also shows the advantage of cavalry in con-
ditions of late antiquity fighting. Under the influence of the Huns political dom-
ination in Eastern Europe (375-454) and the invasion (451-452), the Romans
changed their attitude towards equestrian archers. There was a social transfor-
mation of the archers image, which found a practical outlet in the structure of
the Byzantine army of the period of Justinian I (527-565).

With a view to the chronological and ethnocultural demarcation of the mon-
uments of nomads of the early Middle Ages, the possibility of using bows and
blade weapons as a marker is considered. The turn of the transition of polit-
ical domination in the steppe to the Khazar Khaganate is marked by the ap-
pearance of the bows of the Khazar technology and the cranked sleighs (the
Turkic-Khazar construction), which later evolved into a saber. At this point,
the Hungarian-Bulgarian blade weapon construction ceases to exist, because
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it is a dead-end branch of the evolution of blade weapons. Hunno-Bulgarian
technology of making bows continues to exist in the framework of the first half.
VIII century, in the process of internal migration and integration of its carriers
into the political structure of the Khazar Khaganate. Bow making is the most
conservative handicraft.

Short Review of Functional Plaques for Fastening
of the Sahajdak with a Flat Quiver

In this research authors present the advanced overview of functional plagques
for fastening of the sahajdak whis flat quiver. The sahajdak consists from of belt,
quiver and bow case. The quiver and the bow case are connected to the belt
through the plaques, which are the objective of the present research. They are
flat plaques of different forms that have a loop on the reverse side and made of
a copper alloy or silver. On the semi-circular edges of a quiver and a bow case
there were narrow openings that held plaques’ loops. The plaques was located
in the middle of the semi-circular edges and the loop was coming out the re-
verse side and was a fastening point for the belt. The outcoming part of the loop
might hold either main belt, or supporting belts and interim loops as well. While
working on the paper, authors made a preliminary review of the items that are
available for the research, and specified the most used shapes of plaques.

The Bladed Weapon of the Codex Manesse: the Similarities
in Archaeological Materials from Ukraine

Archaeologist must use different kinds of sources for clear identification and
interpretation of material, in particular bladed weapon. Their cultural kinship
is very important in this case. Codex Manesse is one of the most representa-
tional medieval textual and visual sources. There are some analogies between
images of bladed weapon in Codex Manesse and archaeological material from
the territory of Ukraine. It is evidence of the existence of close cultural ties in
medieval Europe. Also it shows that Western European sources can be informa-
tive to study the artifacts from Ukraine.

New Findings of Kord (late medieval cold weapons)
Dowels in Ukraine

This publication continues the author s cycle of articles devoted to studying
and introducing weapon finds of the late Middle Ages found in Ukraine into
the historical circulation. This paper describes new discoveries of kord dowels,
which are new artefacts of the National Museum of History of Ukraine. Dowels
are typical structural elements of kords, which were weapons used in Eastern
and Central Europe between the 14th and 16th centuries. Recent discoveries
and publications allow including Ukraine’territory in the area, where the kords
were used.

All of the five kord dowels (I—V) are accidental finds. Unfortunately, we are
not aware of their historical context, which greatly reduces our ability to age-
date and reconstruct ways of their penetration into Ukraine.

- Dowel I Type t6a (Petr Zikovsky's classification) was discovered near Ber-
nove of the Kelmenets district in the Chernivtsi region. The dowel has traces of
copper coating on its surface.

- Dowel II of Type t6a was discovered near Mykhailivtsi of the Murovanoku-
rylovetsky district in the Vinnytsia region.

- Dowel 11l of Type t11 was discovered in the Kryzhopil district of the Vinnyt-
sia region.
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- Cross-shaped dowel 1V, which does not fit in Zakovsky's classification; it
was discovered in the Kryzhopol district of the Vinnytsia region, as well.

- Another cross-shaped dowel V was discovered near Velychkivka of the Men-
sky region in the Chernihiv region. This last mentioned find establishes the east-
ern border of the area where the kords were used.

«The Winged targe» Shields — Evolution and Expansion

«Winged targe» shields are an important component of the development of
European martial arts and are a marker of a special «military technology»
which contains use of a spear with a flag and spoors. We have no reason to think
that its are Hungarian in origin, but that shiels type was wery inpotant in mili-
tary tradition in Hungarian lands and neighboring. « Hungarian tournamentsy
— is a reson why that type of shiels was called as «Hungariany in some historic
sjourses. This shied type was no formed from classic European knights shield
by «pulling» one of the edges. We think that it was formed in “one moment” in
European-Ottoman frontier in late 14th- early 15th century. This type of shields
was widely distributed on the lands of Great Duchy of Lithuanian and held a
grand place in the Ukrainian military tradition. Further study of this topic will
help to better understand Ukrainian military history.

To the Question on the Distribution of Shishaks in Central and Eastern
Europe in the Fifteenth and Sixteenth Centuries

This article presents the new hypothesis on the origin and vectors of the
spread of the term “shishak” in the Central and Eastern Europe during the fif-
teenth-sixteenth centuries. The author believes that it first emerged in Hungary,
where it had been a common term for all types of helmets. With the adoption
of hussars in Poland, Poles also adopted the Hungarian term for the hussars’
helmets. In the middle of the sixteenth century, “shishak” appeared in Lithua-
nian documents, and in 1590 it finally appeared in Russia. This hypothesis also
denies the previous views that the term was adopted in Russia through the direct
contacts with the Turks in the middle of the fourteenth century.

Helmet and Mail in Exposition of Cherkassy Local Lore Museum

Cherkassy Museum of Regional Studies has separate samples of protective
armour. This is an armour of the Scythian warrior of the V century BC, the
chain mail of the IX-XIII centuries, the Tatar helmet (Golden Horde) end of the
XIII-X1V centuries, the coat and mittens of mail of the XIV-XV centuries.

The coat of mail has the shape of a shirt with sleeves below the elbow with
a round neck and a cut in the middle. Small rings are woven thick with three
stripes of copper triangles.

The Golden Horde helmet which was preserved with considerable damage
was investigated by Yuriy Kuleshov. The design, technical solution for the hel-
met manufacture relates to the East Asian traditions of the so-called «Jin» type.

Osman Omarov’s Shashka’s in the Collection
of the National Museum of History of Ukraine

The article is devoted to the unique weapon artefacts in collection of the
National museum of history of Ukraine. Two Caucasian shashka's produced
in Osman Omarov’s manufacture in Vladikavkaz in the late 19-beginning of
20th century is an object of this research. The aim of this article is to describe
the features of this weapon, the history of its production and the biographies
of their owners. To cooperate with all of this problems I’ve used the necessary
methodology of historical research. The firs part is devoted to the describing of
the artefacts. All of their details, features of decoration and military conditions
is included. The second part shows us a short biographical researches of the
owners and the way how they coming into the museum collection. One of them
was the family relic and passed from generation to generation as a legacy. And
finally in the middle of 20th century museum bought it. About the second shash-
ka I've collected more information. The owner of this weapon was the comissar
in bolshevik army during the revolution of 1917-1921 and fought against the
Ukrainian army and rebels. Than he became the member of the illegal military
expedition of soviet troops to Afghanistan in 1929. He sold his shashka to the
museum in 1959. He was retired at that time. And the last part of this article is
about Osman Omarov and his manufacture in Vladikavkaz. This is about the
armourer himself and the history of his little but very popular factory.

Japanese Swords of the XVIII-XIX Centuries from the Collection
of the National Museum of the History of Ukraine

The article investigates the two ceremonial Japanese sword, stored in the
National Museum of the History of Ukraine.

Decoration of the first sword in cloisonne enamel determines the time of
its manufacture as the first decades of the Meiji period (1868—1912), when
Japan began to produce high-quality art products with cloisonné and export-
ed they to Europe. While Japanese cloisonné has been known since the end
of the XVI century, improving their production technology started only in
1850—1870-ies. It started because the European technologists, after the invi-
tation of the Japanese government to work in the country, developed a perfect
composition of glass enamels together with the Japanese masters. It featured
a wide colour palette and was well for polishing. Since the Japanese weapon
business has been under the influence of Chinese art for long, in the decora-
tion of the rim tachi presents traditional elements, known from the XIII-XIV
centuries: image « Chinese herbsy», blue background pattern, etc. In addition
to borrowing from the Chinese arts and crafts, in the decoration of said tachi
is apparent imitation of medieval Japanese swords, which gunsmiths of new
time considered exemplary. The fact, that tachi was intended for solemn cer-
emonies, evidenced by the presence of his framed pictures of «imperialy as
the heraldic symbol chrysanthemum, peony flower and purple color cord for
hanging the sword.

The second Japanese sword from the collection of the National Museum of
the History of Ukraine is wakizashi. The one of the sword blade is embellished
with engraved images of the Fudo Myo-6 which know as a protective deity in
Shingon traditions of Japan. The second of the sword blade is embellished
with engraved images of the Dracon, which wraps around an attribute of Fudo
Myo-0 the long Invincible sword with the Vajra.

Both sides of the tsuba of wakizashi are decorated with the relief composition
«Chidori (plover) and wave designy, whose wave is similar to «Omori Style
Wavesy», which appeared on the works of tsubako Teruhid Omori (1729—-1798)
and became an example for imitation of other masters.

The traditional complement of wakizashi is knife cogatana, for which is ar-
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ranged the pocket on the wooden scabbard for the blade. On the front side of the
blade of this knife are engraved Buddhist symbols.

The wakizashi decorated with minimal decor in «samurai styley.

This weapon, no doubt, is a ceremonial one, probably made in the workshop
of Japanese imperial court.

The owner of the this sword could be a representative of the military estate,
probably a parishioner of one of the temples dedicated to Fudo Myo-o that, in
particular, was located in Tokyo (Edo) and Kyoto.

Japanese Cold Weapons in the Collection
of Lviv Historical Museum

The collection of Lviv Historical Museum includes 22 pieces of Japanese cold
weapons. Three of these items are serial M30 bayonets for the factory-made
Arisaka rifles, while the others are blade weapons and polearms from the 18th
— 19th centuries, made in accordance with Japanese weapon design traditions.

The subjects of this study are the following kinds of Japanese cold weapons
from the museum collection: aikuchi and tanto knives, hamidachi, bayonets for
the factory-made Arisaka rifles, yari spears and the naginata pole weapons.

These kinds of Japanese cold weapons usually require more extensive cov-
erage, since the focus of most researchers is primarily aimed at a kind of a vis-
iting card of Japanese weaponsmith — Japanese swords. Due to this specific
reason the subject of Japanese swords is well developed and will be omitted
in this paper.

It can be noted that a study of sixteen pieces of Japanese cold weapons of
the twenty-two that are stored in the collection of Lviv Historical Museum has
lead to some positive outcome. In particular, certain items have been correctly
attributed, and five items from the inventory group “Weapons” have been re-
stored. Hieroglyphic inscriptions on Japanese weapons were fully or partially
read, contributing to the clarification of attribution and giving a boost to fur-
ther research.

Collection of hand-held short-barreled firearm in the fund collection of
the National Museum of the History of Ukraine in the Second World War

A unique collection has been created in the National Museum of the History
of Ukraine in the Second World War. Its component is a storage group “Weapons
& Equipment” that has more than 2,000 units. Among them are 200 handguns.

There are the combat, signal, sport handguns, etc. All of them were rendered
inoperable in the museum collection.

These are the weapons of time of World War Il and warfare in Afghanistan.
107 units of this collection are the personal weaponry of particular personali-
ties;, most of them were the members of the Soviet resistance movement.

Attribution of handguns isn't difficult as they are the samples of serial pro-
duction. The complications arise with non-typical samples of handguns remod-
eled or craft produced.

A New Electrolytic Method for the Cleaning of Silver on Complex
Composite Items of Eastern Arms and Armour

The Ottoman, Middle Eastern and Asian arms and armour collection at the
Wallace Collection in London is currently being recatalogued. Conservation
is concurrently taking place in order to facilitate new photography and the
eventual redisplay of this collection. The cleaning of silver has been a large
part of this work as it is difficult to prevent silver reacting with pollutants in
the air to form a dark silver sulphide layer. The highly decorative and com-
posite nature of these objects makes cleaning by traditional methods very
challenging, not to mention the ethical issues of removing silver with every
cleaning. The amount of gilded silver is another issue as any abrasive action
will remove the very thin gold layer and completely change the appearance of
the object’s surface.
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Electrochemical methods have been used to clean silver for many years. It
has the advantage of being completely non-abrasive and reducing the silver
sulphide back to silver, so very little material is lost. Silver in a solution (elec-
trolyte) will react at a certain rate, this rate is known as the corrosion potential
(E,,.)- Electrochemical cleaning works by applying a current across an object
and carefully controlling the potential. By setting the E_ to the correct level
the silver sulphide will be reduced back to silver.

However composite objects such as arms and armour cannot be fully sub-
merged and dismantling is extremely interventive and potentially damaging to
the object. Methods of localised electrochemical treatment have been devel-
oped but there have always been issues with control. However in recent years
a collaborative project between the Conservation Research Unit at the Uni-
versity of Applied Sciences Arc (UR-Arc CR) in Neuchatel, the conservation
workshop of Saint-Maurice Abbey (Valais) and the Institute of Art History
and Museology at the University of Neuchatel have produced a device that
seems to solve a lot of these problems.

The Wallace Collection has been lucky enough to work with Dr Christian De-
grigny from UR-Arc CR to manufacture one of these devices, known as a Pleco.
The main advantage of the Pleco over other electrochemical methods is the level
of control. The pumping system used means that the electrolyte is only in con-
tact with the surface very briefly and will not run. This is especially important
for many items of arms and armour that may have ferrous or organic materials
directly adjacent to the silver that requires cleaning. The potential being applied
can also be carefully controlled so that it is just at the point where silver sulphide
will be reduced back to silver, thus reducing the chance of over cleaning.

The Pleco is especially useful when it comes to silver gilt surfaces. As it
is non-abrasive the layer of gold will not be affected, although the reduction
of the silver sulphide will cover it with a layer of silver. However by simply
reversing the potential this can be easily oxidised and removed. Unlike plain
silver this means that material is being removed by this cleaning method but
at least the gilding will remain intact.

There are however situations where the Pleco will not be completely effective.
Different silver corrosion products that can, for example, be caused by previous
chemical treatments, will not be reduced. Thus at times small spots of corrosion
remain and would have to be left or removed via more traditional methods.

This paper will detail the experiences the Wallace Collection has had using
the Pleco on its arms and armour collection and evaluate its usefulness on a
collection of this type.

Holy warriors in the painting of the Cyril Church of Kyiv

The Kiev St. Cyril’s Church was founded in the 12th century by Prince
Vsevolod Olgovich on the bridgehead from which the invaders attacked Kiev
and where the Kievites defended themselves. The church at those times was
both a sacral building and a fortress.

From the 12th century, on the walls of St. Cyril’s Church has remained 800
square meters of frescoes, among which are images of the saints depicted as
warriors. In total, there are 12 of them, both in fresco and oil.

A particular attention is drawn to the figure depicted on the wall of the cen-
tral northern pillar — a man with thick hair, big eyes and long nose. On his
shoulders are a princely cloak and a long chain armor that is put over a shirt
with an ornament. His one arm is on his waist, the other one is on a huge
shield. His gorgeous and imposing posture, clothes and accessories resemble
the Old Rus princely military uniform and testify to the fact that here is depict-
ed a prince-commander. Behind the warrior s belt is seen a small fighting ax with
a hammer which was an element of the military equipment of an Old Rus war-
rior. The man wears a chain armor made of rectangularplates that were rubbed
to shine like a mirror, they reflected the sunlight and blinded the enemies.
The warrior s features and figure somewhat resemble the founder of St. Cyril s
Church, Vsevolod Olgovich. The inscription on the fresco has not survived, and
the researchers have not identified the saint yet.

Searching of New Answers to Old Questions: Old Rusian Graffiti
as a Source on the History of Weapons

Graffiti are a very peculiar category of Old Rusian iconographic sources. On
the one hand, graffiti are often characterized by primitiveness and schematic
execution, as their authors usually did not have any artistic skills. On the other
hand, these images are maximally devoid of any iconographic canons of their
time. This makes them extremely valuable iconographic sources, reflecting the
most characteristic and typical elements of weapons.

Military graffiti, known at the moment, can be divided into two groups: im-
ages of saints and images of secular warriors. Images of saints are few, while
images of secular warriors make up an absolute majority of Old Rusian military
graffiti.

Based on the analysis of the sources collected by the author, it can be con-
cluded that the main attributes of the «realy warrior in the everyday conscious-
ness of the people of Old Rusian time were a helmet, shield and sword.

Confrontation Between the «East» and the «West»: the Military-Technical
Contacts of Rus and the Order in the Belarusian Dzvina Region During
the 13"-14™ Centuries (According to Archaeological Data)

The report is devoted to the study of military and military-technical contacts
between the population of the Belarusian Dzvina Region and the Crusaders
during the 13" and 14" centuries. The basis for the hope of a successful solution
of the question is the existence of sufficiently detailed written sources describing
the military conflicts of this period.

In turn, archaeological data can be divided into two categories. 1) individual
armaments found in cultural layer of settlements and stray finds; 2) traces of
military conflicts, first of all, traces of catastrophic events (traces of assaults
and burning of fortified and unfortified settlements).

An analysis of available excavation materials suggests that archaeological ev-
idence of military and military-technical contacts between the population of the
Belarusian Dzvins Region and the Crusaders remains relatively not numerous.

Castle Under Siege: Some Remarks on Brigandine Plates
from the Vilnius Castles Territory

The archaeological materials from the exploration of the Vilnius Castles ter-
ritory enable distinguishing three types of the body armour, namely the lamellar
armour, the scale armour and the brigandine. Traditionally, brigandine armour
is rarely associated with the army of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania. Neverthe-
less, archaeological data from the Vilnius Castles territory shows that brigan-
dines was not a very rare type of armour in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania. A
majority of brigandine plates date to the late 14th-early 15th centuries, when
the situation in Vilnius is known as rather stressful, since the castles were at-
tacked now and again.

The “INGELRI” Sword from the Lviv Historical Museum:
Iterpretation of the Blade Inscriptions and Dating Corrections

“INGELRI” probably is one of the famous medieval blacksmiths workshops
in medieval Europe. Their swords were found on the territory from Sweden to
Rus. There are only 20 swords with such inscription all over the world. For
instance, ULFBERHT swords were identified almost 200 examples. One of the
“INGELRI” swords is situated in Ukraine. Now it is a part of Lviv historical
museum s collection.

At the first time that sword was described by A.N.Kirpichnikov in 1966. Re-
searcher dated the sword from 11th-13th centuries. But two inscriptions on the
blade allow reconsidering of the original dating for this weapon.

This article focuses on the interpretation of inscriptions on sword blade and
features of sword dating.

Arms of the First Piasts Druzhina, 10th Century

Sources report a strong and numerical druzhina of the Polish ruler Mieszko
1 from the Piast dynasty, consisting of professional heavy-armoured warriors.
One of the main attributes of a professional army is arms and military equip-
ment, the information of which derives from archaeological finds. Analysis of
weapons samples (swords, scabbard details, spears and axes), helmets and
horse equipment from the 10th century territory of Poland allows us to talk
about the close ties of the population of the first Piasts state with Scandinavia,
the Eastern Baltic, Ruthenia and Byzantium. The analysis of weapons of this
time allows us to conclude that the types used mainly in Northern Europe and
Ruthenia prevail among the prestigious types of arms (swords, helmets) of the
first Piasts druzhina, and for many items of wider use (axes, spears) there are
analogies in the same regions. There remains an open question about the local
production of weapons in 10th century Poland.

The Flail found in the Settlement of VIII-X Centuries
in Ridkivtsi (Chernivtsi Region, Ukraine)

The article is devoted to the detailed analysis of rare finds, which relates
to the shock weapons of melee combat medieval warrior, namely flail. It was
found at a settlement in the village Ridkivtsi in Bukovina, which, according to
the accompanying inventory, is chronologically dated VIII-X centuries. This
flail is unique for the region, because this kind of finding (for different struc-
tural and morphological parameters and specific characteristics) happened
here for the first time. In addition, the authors carry out its classification and
interpretation. Based on the material found on the settlement, it was found that
the flail has a nomadic origin, and it was belonged, obviously, to a hungarian
light-armed rider.
